WHAT IS A FUNKHANA (or funkana)?

A funkhana is an automotive activity that combines driving dexterity, navigational skill, mental

and physical coordination, teamwork, luck, and above all, a sense of humor. Between the
seriousness of some competitors and the silliness of others, it can be hilarious for spectators.

Each car, with driver and passenger, takes about ten to twenty minutes to complete the course.
The entire event lasts no more than a couple of hours and is often scheduled as a way for car
enthusiasts to socialize between driving tours and meals

Both the driver and navigator are kept busy negotiating a tricky course as quickly as possible
while performing a series of silly tasks not usually associated with driving a car. As the driver
maneuvers, the passenger might be throwing, reaching, squirting, holding or performing some
other physical activity such as extinguishing a series of candles with a squirt gun or throwing car
parts into a bucket. Activities might take place outside of the car and sometimes the driver is
blindfolded.

These events are not conducted not on public roads, but rather in parking lots or on grass.
Roadsters and convertibles are best suited as funkhana vehicles. MG, Triumph, Porsche,
Jaguar, BMW, Corvette, and Miata are some of the vehicles you might see at a funkhana!

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SAMOA History Part 9:

Challenges in 2000

This History review is part of SAMOA’s 20" Anniversary. You can find Parts 1-8 in the February
to September newsletters posted on the web site.

While working on this project, some rumored information has been explained and other
interesting things have been uncovered which reveal how the SAMOA Club has struggled over
the years yet managed to survive. SAMOA has now been in existence for 9 years. During this
time, hundreds of memberships joined and then left; in 2000 only 18 of those memberships
remain.

It's 2000! Everyone survived the dreaded Y2K and SAMOA came through it just fine.

**As a result of the December approved By-Law changes, the Board of Directors (BoD) received
a name change and the newly elected Board of Officers will be known as the BOO. Before the
change, there were 4 Officers (President, Vice-president, Treasurer, and Secretary) and 3
Directors (Events, Technical, and Newsletter). Now all 7 positions are Officers. Newsletter was
changed to Media Director and would cover the newsletter and the web site. Other changes:
members can vote on all matters after 3 months membership (instead of 6), and can run for
Office after 6 months (instead of 12).

January 2, 2000: The 2nd “Hangover Run” was led by Robin and me. 38 people in 24 Miatas
headed through the dense fog for the first event of the year.

[Robin sternly gave the first and | think only “group chewing out”. It occurred at the lunch stop
after 2/3’s of the group broke the Cardinal Rule: Never Pass the Leader of the Run! One over
enthusiastic non-member decided to exceed the speed limit on a section of Highway 20 and
passed the front 7 cars and Robin. Following behind him, 16 Miatas passed by us (many
waving) and missed the route turnoff. They eventually realized the error of their ways and back
tracked the directions and arrived 25 minutes later at the restaurant.
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Several of the wayward group complained to Robin about the unsafe driving speeds that
occurred including a U-turn made by some on a Freeway Overpass. When the lecture began,
Robin was furious at the errant group’s behavior and the image which was portrayed by the
offending Club members. “When you pass the leader you are no longer part of the event; so
don’t complain to me about your lack of driving safely!” Many of the seasoned members
approached Robin after lunch and apologized for their participation.]

January 2000: Meeting was at Sudwerk’s. September 1999 Robin presented an idea to his
Board: A Recognition Program to acknowledge the efforts and contributions of deserving
members. At January’s meeting, 51 individuals and community business supporters were
recognized for 1999. Each received a black coffee mug with the new Club logo displayed in gold.
**New members: Mike and Helen DeLaurentis [Mike served as President in 2001 & 2002 and 5
years as Vice President during 2006-2010. Helen is the supporting cast without the glory.]

February 2000: The membership had a total of 179 Miatas. Over 200 newsletters were being
printed and mailed each month to members and other Miata Club Chapters.

**New members: Adi and Parvin Damania [Over the years, Adi has contributed many
interesting automobile articles for the newsletters]

**President’'s Run: 42 people in 26 Miatas headed for Foresthill by way of the back roads. After
lunch, the group divided into the adventurers and the sightseers. Each group drove the twisty
roads for 30 minutes until they came to the end of the snowplowed roads. They stopped for a
group photo and then an errant snowball whizzed by and snowball throwing began.
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April 2000: The BOO was looking for ways to reduce the high cost of producing the monthly
Miatatudes. It was suggested to go to an electronic version. Robin presented the idea to the
membership and it was immediately voted down.

*New member: Rod Gonzalez was introduced. [Rod was Events Coordinator in 2003 and
2004]

**By-Laws changes that went into effect January 2000, created a Finance Committee. It was to
include the Treasurer and 2 members. [As Treasurer, | hosted the meeting and compiled
income & expense reports from 1990-1999 for the Committee to review and evaluate. It was
determined to remove funds from a low interest paying Money Market account to a one-year CD.
The newsletter printing and mailing costs were exceeding the $2 a month dues income per
member. It was determined to obtain another printing company to reduce costs. A
recommendation was sent to the President to re-evaluate the 22 comp newsletters list.]

Spring 2000 events: **Columbia State Park event drew 28 Miatas with 52 people. {This event
was such a big hit that 4 members wrote newsletter articles.}

**Ron Petrich led 28 Miatas on a caravan to the Jelly Belly Factory for a tour and lunch.

**Jack Parker led a group of 20 Miatas though the Shenandoah Valley wineries and ended with
lunch in Jackson. **A view of Mt. Hamilton drew 9 Miatas and 13 people for a picnic.

**A group of 22 Miatas brought 44 people on a wine tasting adventure and were served a meal
of chicken and tri-tip in the barrel room.

*15' Annual Fulton Avenue Car Festival for charity drew 16 SAMOA vehicles. [We were

parked at the Great Valley Mazda Dealership. They provided our group with pizza and drinks.
The Miatas were a hit with the public as most of the other dealerships displayed vintage cars.]
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May 2000: 2" Annual SAMOA Miata Autocross School: 46 participants took part in this event.
**Historical Hide and Seek Rally by Genny (Osborn) Paauwe. This year 10 teams of 2 cars were
given photo clues. Each team headed in 10 different directions. [Genny led us to the
graveyards of the small foothill towns. There we wandered in the cemeteries, counting grave
markers, looking for names, symbols, epitaphs, or family plots.]

**New member: Bob Paauwe. [Secretary Genny Osborn recently found Bob along the side of
the road with his head under his Silver Miata hood. Always on the lookout for potential members,
Genny stopped to offer help. Obviously something she said convinced him to join SAMOA.]
*SAMOA member email system went online. Members could have their personal email address
linked to a samoa.org mailing list.

June 2000: Tech Dude, Aaron Smith announced that he would be vacating his Officer position.
As a result of his monthly Miatatudes articles, he was offered a writing job with Diamond Star
Publishing in San Diego which published Miata Magazine and Ragtops and Roadsters. Aaron
thanked Robin for letting him installed white faced gages in Robin’s Miata, which he documented
and submitted with his job resume.

**Events were dwindling. Event Officer, Ron Petrich was having a tough time getting some of
the 270 members to lead an event. It always came back to the same small group of 10
individuals.

*SAMOA Swap Meet drew over 80 people looking for a bargain.

**Indian Grinding Rock Run drew 17 Miatas and 29 people. They enjoyed great back roads, a
picnic, stories of Indian lore, and hiking.

July 2000: This meeting had 90 club members in attendance. In addition, 15 new members and
guests were introduced. Among them was Vince Weis and Kathi Bell. Robin provided
background on the failing status of MCA (Miata Club of America). He advised members “make
up your own mind regarding the situation”. SAMOA Officers decided to quit enforcing the
requirement that club members be an MCA member.
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**Crater Lake Trip: 12 SAMOA members ventured to Oregon and joined the Mt. Hood Miata
Club for a drive to Crater Lake. A total of 45 Miatas from California, Oregon and Washington
Clubs made the trip. [We met with their group in Roseburg, OR. After their 12 Miatas arrived, |
was wandering the parking lot introducing myself. While talking with the President from their
club, a group of their members told me “We sure hope that SAMOA people know to clean up
their cars before driving the event tomorrow.” | laughed and told them “SAMOA people cleaned
their Miatas before unpacking their bags!”]

Skip Noyes couldn’t resist!
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August 2000: Helen and Mike DelLaurentis were interview for the monthly article “In The
Spotlight”. They joined SAMOA in January after buying their 2" Miata, a 1999 Emerald Mica.
Their first Miata was totaled when they were rear-ended by a rubber-necker in a multi-car
accident. “Mike’s first club event was Robin’s President’'s Run where Mike arrived at the end of
the road (Robin had selected) grinning from ear to ear with Miata pleasure (which Robin noted
with a chuckle).”

September 2000: Mike and Marlaina Wilson led their first Miata Run. It was a drive to
Alexander Valley west of Napa to a winery for tasting and a picnic. [Mike often wrote Miatatudes
articles regarding tires and helped with some Tech information after this year’'s Tech Officer took
a job in San Diego. In 2001, Mike served as Events for 6 months until his job caused time
conflicts.]

**Apple Hill Rally & Apple Olympics organizers Genny Osborn and Bob Paauwe drew 34
Miatas for this unique event. Attendees enjoyed apple bowling, shooting apples with a bow &
arrow, and balancing apples on their head while racing over a set course against another
person..

**| was part of the Nominating Committee and we were working hard to replace the current five
termed-out Officers.

** New member: Cat Black joined. [Cat served as President in 2005]

November 2000: The Ft. Bragg trip was held Veteran's Weekend; as a result many more people
ventured for the trip. A bitter cold caused many to dig out of snow in order to make the trip and
each morning the Miatas were covered with ice.

December 2000: Mike & Marlaina Wilson and another couple organized the Holiday Party at
California Fats Restaurant in Old Sac. 73 well-dressed members enjoyed the food, caroling, and
karaoke. One group barked Jingle Bells (from the recently released dog barking song).

**December’s Annual Business Meeting and election drew 100 members. The 7 uncontested
candidates were approved. Robin thanked the members for allowing him to serve as President
for the past 2 years. He indicated his support to Mike DeLaurentis the newly elected President
and the other Officers. Robin made arrangements for his outgoing Officers to work with the new
Officers for a smooth transition.

**In recognition of members’ contributions during 2000, Robin handed out club logo canvas bags
to 52 members who provided a variety of events, raffle help, and served on various committees.

The Beginnings

It all started with a small discussion between Robin and | at the January, 2010 club meeting.
What if we conducted a raffle, maybe just a small one, at the 20" anniversary weekend at Bear
Valley. Do you think that would generate some interest in the event, Robin asked? How would
the vendors respond, especially in this economy? Do you think we could make it work? Well, in
retrospect, | guess the answers were yes, overwhelmingly, and yes again. Thanks to the support
of the Miata vendor community, local businesses, SAMOA club members and national product
organizations, our raffle at Bear Valley last weekend was, to put it mildly, somewhat successful.
To all the companies and individuals that, collectively, donated nearly $13,000 in goods and
services, a big thank you very much is in order. You all really came through. In fact, | was still
receiving product for the raffle right up until the day | left for Bear Valley. | must have reissued
my final list of prizes for the event program at least five or six times. My Ford Explorer was so full
that, with the back seats folded flat, | had no use for my rear view mirror.

The other half of the equation that made the raffle successful, of course, is the generosity of our
club members, friends and other folks who bought the raffle tickets. When | started selling tickets
back in March | was hoping to reach two or three thousand dollars in ticket sales. And when we
had sold just over two thousand dollars as of Labor Day | felt that we could easily achieve that
goal. But | guess my constant harping and the list of all the prizes on our web site finally paid off,
as soon that amount of ticket sales doubled. By the time | left for Bear Valley the Thursday
before the event, we had collected $5,500 in ticket sales. By Friday night at the lodge we passed
the $6,000 mark, and Saturday, with every bar and cocktail lounge at Bear Valley doing a brisk
business, we topped out at about $6850.

e The Society for the Blind

Each of these charitable organizations were chosen because of a special relationship to a
SAMOA club member or members. In the case of the Children’s Receiving Home, we of course
have been supporting that organization for more than 10 years. Each year Jack Parker
organizes and leads a Teddy Bear Run, which collects teddy bears and other toys and items for
the children at the home. Supporting the CRH in our raffle was really a no-brainer. David
Ballard, the Executive Director of the Home, will be present at our November meeting to speak
about his organization and receive our check.
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The club has supported the Crohn’s & Colitis Foundation of America since 2006. In June of that
year SAMOA sponsored an open track day at Thunderhill which also included a raffle conducted
in the same format as this Bear Valley raffle. That event was repeated again in 2007 and 2008. |
was diagnosed with Crohn’s in early 1993. The course of my bowel disease, which is still
incurable, has seen its ups and downs over the last several years, but because of the
improvements in treatments made possible by CCFA research, those have mostly been ups. So
there is no question that we will continue to support CCFA. Megan Franks, Community
Development Manager of CCFA in Sacramento, will accept our check at the November meeting.

Like IBD (Crohn’s disease and ulcerative colitis), many folks are not very familiar with lupus,
another incurable disease affecting the autoimmune system. Lupus is a chronic, inflammatory
autoimmune disorder. It may affect the skin, joints, kidneys, and other organs. Almost all people
with lupus have joint pain and most develop arthritis. Inflammation of various parts of the heart
may occur as well. The Lupus Foundation of America is a leader in raising money for medical
research into the causes and cures for lupus. Emily Brooks, wife of member Mark, has lupus,
and Mark nominated LFA to receive a share of our raffle proceeds. We have contacted Laura
Leale, Vice-President of Communications with the Lupus Foundation of America in Washington
D.C. to ask that a local representative of LFA be present at our November meeting.

Finally, the Society for the Blind, which was founded in Sacramento in 1954, provides
comprehensive blindness services within the Sacramento region, including the Central Valley
and Sierra Foothills. Their mission is to “empower individuals who are blind or have low vision to
live productively and independently by building confidence through training, tools and
mentorship”. Ralph Gingrich, who has been a member of SAMOA since 1993, has benefited
greatly from the SftB. Ralph, whose diabetes has resulted in the severe degradation in his sight
over the last several years, has nominated the Society for our contribution. That organization will
be represented in November by Heather Frank, their Executive Director.

Please make a special effort to attend the November 11" club meeting at Celia’s Restaurant and
support these four special organizations.
